NOVEMBER 8, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m.  Present:  Margi Fuller, Jim Moes, Jackie Peerenboom, Judy Stangel, Uriah Van Ooyen, Cyndi Vander Pas, Rose Vander Velden, and Louise Van Hammond, Youth Services.  Excused:  Barbara Wentzel and Marcia Trentlage.

Motion by Moes, 2nd by Vander Pas to approve the minutes of the September meeting.  Motion carried.

2.
Motion by Van Ooyen, 2nd by Peerenboom to approve the September invoices.   Motion carried.

3.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Vander Velden to approve the OWLSnet membership agreement.  Motion carried.

4.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Van Ooyen to approve a reduction in video fines from $.50 to $.10.  Motion carried.

5.
Motion by Van Ooyen, 2nd by Fuller to approve the use of the joint trust fund up to $2000 for the 2008 Community Reads Project.  Motion carried.

6.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Vander Pas to instruct Wentzel to send a thank you to state legislators who sponsored the video surveillance bill.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSION
1.
The minutes of the September meeting were presented.

2.
Invoices for September were presented.  Two items from the September invoices were explained.  Delta Kappa Gamma money was reimbursed to the book account for the bilingual grant for Little Chute.  Also the telephone credit for overpayments and recalculations from AT&T was explained.  Moes explained the charges that were being made to the library and other departments.

3.
There were no questions with the OWLSnet membership agreement.  Moes signed two copies of the agreement.

4.
Reducing the video fines from $.50 to $.10 was discussed. This will make video fines standardized with the Appleton and Kaukauna libraries.
5.
After discussion on providing up to $2000 from the joint trust fund for the 2008 Community Reads Project, the board agreed to the proposal.

6.
The Board was updated on Chapter 43.30 legislation.  The video surveillance portion of the bill was passed and signed.  The board instructed Wentzel to send a thank you to the sponsors of the surveillance portion of the bill.

7.
The monthly report was presented.  Moes questioned the number of juvenile card holders, stating that the numbers seemed low and should be looked into.

8.
Van Hammond reported on the activities of the Youth Department.  Story time is ending the week of November 12 and will start again on the week of January 28.  Baby and toddler classes at other libraries are being looked at to get ideas for future Kimberly-Little Chute classes.  Visits to the Little Chute and Kimberly high schools will begin on November 30 to December 11.  OWLS will furnish the equipment and has visited with both high schools to make sure that the library’s system was compatible with the high schools.  Van Hammond explained about the “No Child Left Inside” program that coincides with the SLP 2008 program.  Our library will be working with Neenah, Menasha, Appleton, and Kaukauna libraries and area nature centers to provide incentives for using trails and other outdoor sites in the Fox Valley during the Summer Library Program.

9.
Van Hammond explained about the telephone scam that the library has been dealing with.  Project Play was discussed.  Wentzel’s vacation dates were discussed.
