MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE

KIMBERLY-LITTLE CHUTE PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD

NOVEMBER 30, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:04 p.m.  Present:  Margi Fuller, Jim Moes, Jackie Peerenboom, Judy Stangel, Marcia Trentlage, Cyndi Vander Pas, Rose Vander Velden, Youth Services Librarian Jill Hasseler, Library Director Barbara Wentzel.  Excused:  Steve Ransbottom.

ACTIONS
1.
Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Fuller to approve the minutes of the October meeting.  Motion carried.

2.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Stangel to approve the invoices for October.  Motion carried.

3.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Trentlage to accept a refund of $2074.25 from the Village of Little Chute for overpayment of telephone book charges and return the money to the Book budget.  Motion carried.

4.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Trentlage to charge a patron the old service charge of $2.00 instead of the new service charge of $5.00 for lost materials.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSIONS
1.
The minutes of the October meeting were presented.

2.
The invoices for October were presented.

3.
Wentzel reported a refund of $2074.25 from the Village of Little Chute that had paid for listings in the telephone book that were inadvertently charged to the library for a number of years.  The refund is intended for the Book Budget.

4.
The library has accepted an opportunity from the Appleton Public Library to participate in a community reads program in 2007.  The original program was entitled "Appleton Reads" but a grant of $17,500 from the Appleton library Foundation and ThedaCare has been provided to bring the author, Barbara Ehrenreich of the book Nickel and Dimed to the Fox Valley in 2007.  The suggestion was made to include other area libraries in this program and rename it to "Fox Cities Reads."  In addition to Kimberly and Little Chute, the Kaukauna, Menasha, and Neenah libraries will also be participating.  A variety of activities are being planned around this book whose premise is to study what life is really like living for one year on nothing but minimum wage jobs.  This program will provide additional information as the committee for the 2008 Fox Cities Festival of the Book makes its plans for its festival in April 2008.

Wentzel reported on a variety of meetings attended by library staff.

6.
The monthly report was distributed.  The form has been slightly revised to better present various statistics using the data from the new automation system.

Hasseler reported on the activities of the Youth Department:  there were 26 programs offered in November with attendance of 629; the next session of preschool storytime will begin registration on January 8; 2 group visits were conducted.  Stangel reported on an upcoming Guinness Book of World Records attempt to have a record-breaking number of people simultaneously read from the book Charlotte's Web.

In the miscellaneous report:

· the 2006 computer replacement plan is almost complete; 

· the wireless connection to both libraries should take place sometime in December; Stangel asked if students could bring in USB keys to use in public computers and was told that when the feed pipe is split by OWLS and the wireless connection is installed, students will be able to use their USB keys but until then they would have to save their work to a floppy disk because of security concerns

· Kathy Tomasovic has replaced Jenny Lamers who left for a full time position

· Wentzel will be on vacation starting December 8 to January 2 but will be in periodically to process library payroll and end of year invoices

· Fuller and Wentzel reported on a patron who complained of having to pay a service charge for lost library materials.  Because the materials were originally checked out before the fee increased from $2.00 to $5.00, the board agree to reduce the fee to $2.00; Fuller would contact the patron and explain that the fee is charged for lost items so that all taxpayers would not be paying to replace and reprocess items lost by individuals.
