                                                  Kimberly Planning Commission

                                                              February 15, 2005
Acting Chairman David Opsteen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Norb Karner, Paul Hermes, Duane Biese and John Burns.  Absent and excused was Commissioner Rundquist and Chairman Chuck Kuen.  Also present were Mike Roberts and Jared Van Lanen developer and contractor for Mike Roberts Development.  Shawn Richeson representing Jack Richeson Company, and Rick Hermus Village Administrator.

After a motion by Mr. Karner and a second from Mr. Burns the minutes from the November 16th, 2004, meeting was approved unanimously.  Another motion to approve by Mr. Karner and a second by Mr. Biese and the minutes from the December 21st, 2004, meeting were approved by all members present.   
The first item on the agenda was to review for approval a new ground mounted sign for Coldwater Appleton a business located at 800 West Kennedy Avenue.  The business has been sold and is changing the name.  Presently a wall mounted sign identifies this business.  The new owners will be removing this sign and are requesting to replace it with a ground mounted sign.  Administrator Hermus informed the Commission that the sign as presented was not illuminated, if in the future the company would like to illuminate this sign it would need the Commission’s approval.  Mr. Opsteen was concerned that some existing landscaping would have to be removed to provide a clear view for this sign; he would discourage the removal of any trees.  He also wondered if additional landscaping at the base of the sign would be included with the new sign as shown in the picture as presented.  Mr. Hermes motioned to approve the non-illuminated sign, this was seconded by Mr. Karner, and the vote of the Commission was unanimous. 

The second item on the agenda, the request by Jack Richeson Company to obtain a Conditional Use Permit was reviewed by the Commission.  The majority of the time was spent reviewing available parking stalls at this site.  As a manufacturing business the Village requires one stall for every two employees, the Conditional Use Permit allowing an art gallery and classroom space involves a different amount of parking stalls.
After much discussion, it was decided that based on a maximum of eighty employees, including two employees to support the store and gallery plus a classroom size of thirty eight students the one hundred and nine parking stalls would be sufficient to accommodate this conditional use.  Mr. Karner motioned to approve the plans for the Conditional Use Permit; this motion was seconded by Commissioner Biese.  The vote of the Commission was unanimous.  Mr. Hermus informed Shawn Richeson that a Class II public notice would be posted; the Village Board would then review for approval in late March.
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Next on the agenda was the review of site, landscape, building and drainage plans for Mike Roberts development to be located at 662 and 700 Schelfhout Lane.  First to be reviewed was the site plan.  Mr. Hermus informed the Commission that the site plan as presented shows the parking lot, detention pond, dumpster enclosure and driveway being shared by two separate lots.  The buildings as placed on the property do not intersect this property line.  This presents a problem should the buildings be sold separately in the future.  In order to approve the site plan as presented the owner must have written agreements that all shared appurtenances would follow the sale of any one lot.  It was noted that to avoid these agreements the owner has the option to combine the lots by Certified Survey Map or Plat of Survey.
The majority of time spent reviewing this plan involved the required number of parking stalls.  Mr. Vander Velden explained to the Commission that a strip mall presents a problem when trying to determine the proper amount of parking stalls since there is no solid evidence of what type of business will occupy the various divisions of the building.  As presented; the first phase of construction shows a building plan with six possible leased areas, the second building could contain another four units.  It was noted that building number one (south building) depending on occupancy determine the size of the second building (north building).   There was much discussion regarding this matter.

Commissioner Hermes made a motion to approve the site plan contingent upon occupancy permits being granted based upon parking stalls available.  This motion was seconded by Commissioner Karner; the vote of the Commission was unanimous.

After reviewing the landscape plans the Commission voted unanimously to table the plans until a new plan with proper size trees and additional planting to be shown on the north lot.  This was done after a motion by Mr. Hermes and a second by Mr. Karner.

Next the Commission reviewed the building plans.  Mr. Van Lanen explained the layout of the front façade and explained the different materials to be used.  After some discussion about colors and interior specifications, Paul Hermes motioned for approval of the building plans.  Mr. Karner seconded this motion and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  Commissioner Karner noted that the lighting plan or sign design was not included in the approval of the building plan or site plan.  These items will be reviewed at a future meeting.
In reviewing the drainage plan the Commission noted that there was no reference on the drawing showing drainage relief for lot 98 in the 3rd Addition to Highview Estates.  Keith Gonnering representing GGV Development stated that when lot 106 of this subdivision was developed, accommodations would be made to help with the drainage of this lot.

The drainage plan was approved contingent upon approval of Brad Werner of McMahon and Associates, acting civil engineer for the Village of Kimberly.  This was done after a motion by Commissioner Hermes and a second by Commissioner Burns.  The vote was unanimous.  
The Commission then reviewed the time line for a Planned Unit Development to be located at 630 West Kimberly Avenue, (K-Mart property).  Administrator Rick Hermus presented to the Commission the details and paper work required to complete the 
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re-zoning and other contingencies to complete the process.  Dates and necessary meetings that Commission members will be required to attend were discussed.   
He then explained that the Village will create Tax Incremental District # 4 to help write down the cost of this project.  After much discussion the Commission felt that the project was a good fit for this property which has been vacant and in a state of disrepair for many years.                                         
Commissioner Hermes motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Karner seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
