                                                  Kimberly Planning Commission

                                                              March 15, 2005
Chairman Chuck Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Norb Karner, Paul Hermes, Duane Biese, John Burns and Dave Opsteen.  Absent and excused was Commissioner Rundquist.  Also present were Shawn Richeson representing Jack Richeson Company, Keith Gonnering representing GGV Development, Mark Boehlke representing Hoffman Corporation and Rick Hermus Village Administrator.

After a motion by Mr. Karner and a second from Mr. Burns the minutes from the February 15th, 2005, meeting were approved unanimously.  
The first item on the agenda was to adjourn into a Committee of the Whole for the purpose of holding a public hearing regarding the request for a Conditional Use Permit for Jack Richeson Company to construct an Art School and Gallery in their building located at 557 Marcella Street.  Commissioner Karner motioned to adjourn into a Committee of the Whole, this motion was seconded by Commissioner Opsteen.  The vote of the Commission was unanimous.  Chairman Kuen stated the purpose for adjourning to this Committee of the Whole, and asks for comments, there were no comments.  With that Mr. Karner motioned to reconvene into regular Planning Commission, this motion was seconded by Mr. Opsteen, the vote was unanimous. 

The second item on the agenda was to review for approval a Certified Survey Map of a duplex located at 837-839 Doerfler Drive.  The owner of this duplex would like to convert this property into a zero-lot line duplex creating two single family attached dwellings.  After the Commission was assured that the duplex met the requirements set fourth by the Village they voted unanimously to approve the Certified Survey Map.  This was done after a motion by Mr. Opsteen and a second by Commissioner Biese.

The third item on the agenda was to review a monument sign for the Mike Roberts Development to be located at 662 and 700 Schelfhout Lane.  There was discussion regarding the location of the sign and which direction it would face. The Commission also questioned whether this sign would represent both lots, and if so; no other ground mounted sign would be allowed for the abutting lot # 106 (662 Schelfhout Lane).  The Commission agreed that there were too many unanswered questions.  Mr. Opsteen motioned to table the sign review until the next commission meeting, this motion was seconded by Commissioner Karner. The vote of the Commission was unanimous.
The fourth item to be reviewed by the Commission was a Development Agreement between GGV Development and the Village of Kimberly for a Planned Unit Development to be located at 630 West Kimberly Avenue or the old K-Mart property.
Mr. Hermus explained to the Commission why some of the exhibits to be included in the Agreement were absent.  
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The engineering firms are still working on the site plan, landscape plan, drainage plan and utility plan, many of these plans are being done by the firm that the Village of Kimberly defers to for approval when presented.  It was suggested that the Planning Commission approve the Agreement with the exhibits included and to defer the approval of the remaining exhibits to the Village Board.  It was decided that the Development Agreement as presented protects the Community and that the absent exhibits do not in any way make the document less effective.  The Commission reviewed two building plans and heard from Keith Gonnering the specifics on why to offer a variety of floor plans and square footage.  Commissioners felt it was a good idea to be flexible with the building facades and floor plans as long as minimums contained in the agreement were met.  There was a motion by Commissioner Karner and a second by Commissioner Biese to approve the Development Agreement contingent upon approval of the missing exhibits by the Village Board.  The vote of the Commission was unanimous.

Last item on the agenda was to review preliminary site, landscape, drainage and building plans for the Mapleview School renovation.  The Commission reviewed the plans as presented.  There were questions regarding the amount of parking, whether the building to be added was one or two stories and whether the drainage plan had been approved by Brad Werner.  After some discussion it was decided that the parking stalls available were adequate, that the building, although appearing to be two stories was one story with the additional height due to the new commons and media center.  Traffic patterns were explained, noting that the dropping off of students to the front of the building was designed to keep traffic off of Kimberly Avenue.  Mr. Hermes motioned for approval, contingent upon engineers approval of drainage plan, this motion was seconded by Mr. Karner, all Commission members voted in agreement.
Commissioner Opsteen motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Hermes seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:49 p.m.
