                                                              June 21, 2005
Chairman Chuck Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Karner, Biese, Hermes, Rundquist, Schreiber and Opsteen. Also present was Kelli Steffens representing Appleton Sign, sign contractor for Capital Credit Union. 
After a motion by Mr. Opsteen and a second from Mr. Schreiber the minutes from the May 17th, 2005 meeting were approved unanimously.  
Commissioner Opsteen moved to approve, Commissioner Karner seconded this motion to approve Conditional Use Permits for two drive-up facilities at 817 and 819 Schelfhout Lane.  These two outside units of the proposed strip mall will house a banking facility and a coffee shop.
After reviewing the monument sign and its location, the Commission unanimously approved the sign for Washington Towers.  This was done after a motion from Commissioner Karner and a second from Commissioner Schreiber. 
The last item on the agenda was the review of sign changes and the addition of an electronic reader board for Capital Credit Union located at 855 Eisenhower Drive.

There was much discussion regarding the addition of an electronic reader board to this sign. Many ideas were discussed about allowing an electronic reader board that displayed a static message. These ideas ranged from daily messages to hourly messages.  

Kelli Steffens felt that the Commission needed to change the covenants because the competitive edge for businesses such as banking was reliant on new technology such as these reader boards.  She referred to the safety of employees changing messages manually, and the time and difficulty in doing so.  The Commission discussed with Miss Steffens how to best use this new technology without compromising the covenants of the Industrial Park.  The consensus of the Commission was not to change or alter the conditions of the restrictive covenants of the Industrial Park. Following this review Commissioner Opsteen  motioned to approve the sign changes contingent upon the changes adhering to the covenants as set by the Industrial Park. This motion was seconded by Commissioner Rundquist.  The vote of the Commission was unanimous.
Commissioner Karner motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Opsteen seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:55 p.m.
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
