Acting Chairman Dave Opsteen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Karner, Hermes, Rundquist, Schreiber.  Absent and excused were Commissioner Biese and Chairman Kuen.  Also present was Robert Brocker owner of a duplex located on lot 134 in the Third Addition to Highview Estates. 
After a motion by Mr. Rundquist and a second from Mr. Schreiber the minutes from the June 21, 2005 meeting were approved unanimously.  
After receiving confirmation from the Building Inspector that the five lots and existing duplexes meet the requirements for single family attached dwellings (zero-lot-line duplexes), the Commission voted on each one separately. 
Approval of a Certified Survey Map for lot 176 in the Third Addition to Highview Estates was unanimous after a motion from Commissioner Karner and a second from Commissioner Rundquist.

Approval of a Certified Survey Map for lot 65 in the Second Addition to Highview Estates was unanimous after a motion from Commissioner Karner and a second from Commissioner Schreiber.

Approval of a Certified Survey Map for lot 160 in the Third Addition to Highview Estates was unanimous after a motion from Commissioner Rundquist and a second from Commissioner Karner.

Approval of a Certified Survey Map for lot 134 in the Third Addition to Highview Estates was unanimous after a motion from Commissioner Karner and a second from Commissioner Rundquist.

Approval of a Certified Survey Map for lot 147 in the Third Addition to Highview Estates was unanimous after a motion from Commissioner Karner and a second from Commissioner Rundquist.

There were several questions from Commissioners regarding the occupancy of Mike Roberts development.  Commissioners would like the Inspector to check on the status of the dumpster enclosure, the seeding of the remaining undeveloped land, and if the paving of half of the north driveway entry is a code violation.  The Building Inspector noted that the developer has been contacted about the seeding of the undeveloped land, and he assured the Commission that the developer would be contacted about the dumpster enclosure. 
Commissioner Rundquist motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Karner seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  
The Commission adjourned at 6:34 p.m.
