                                                              October 18, 2005
Chairman Chuck Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Rundquist, Karner, Opsteen, Schreiber, and Biese.  Excused absent was Commissioner Hermes.  Also present was Mike Roberts representing his development on Schelfhout Lane. 
After a motion by Mr. Rundquist and a second from Mr. Karner the minutes from the August 16, 2005 meeting were approved unanimously.  
The only scheduled item on the agenda was to review the building plans for the Robert’s Development located at 662 Schelfhout Lane.  This building represents the second building of this project. The site, landscape, lighting and drainage plans were approved at previous meetings.  The Commission reviewed the building plans, Commissioner Opsteen asked Mr. Roberts if it was his intention to lease all the space as “office space” as drawn on the plans.  Mr. Roberts commented that the drawing is not an accurate description of what the prospective tenants might be, and that the plan was drawn with the best scenario in mind; that being office space.  Mr. Roberts explained that he would prefer to see tenants that require office style facilities, because it would not stress the shared parking situation.  Building Inspector Vander Velden informed the Commission that office style space requires the least amount of parking per square foot of building space.
Mike Roberts explained to the Commission that he will start construction of the second building when he can contract one more lease in his first building.  For now he would like to install the foundation slab and the remainder of the parking lot to avoid the requirement to seed the unimproved area of this shared development.  It was agreed that this part of the project could proceed.
Mr. Roberts is aware that the choice of JVL Inc. as his building contractor will make this project more closely scrutinized because of JVL’s lack of cooperation with this Commission and the Village Board during projects done in the past.  Mike stated that he has been working with Jared Van Lanen to solve pending issues and to avoid any new complications with this project.
Commissioner Opsteen motioned to approve the building plan contingent upon the building contractor securing a ten thousand dollar performance bond prior to building permit issuance.  This motion was seconded by Commissioner Karner the vote of the Commission was unanimous.
Regarding new business, Commissioner Rundquist would like to invite all people to enjoy a ride on the new aesthetically pleasing more economical Valley Transit Bus Lines.  Also, Commissioner Opsteen questioned the positioning and intent of a sign located on the intersection of Eisenhower and Truman Streets, Mr. Vander Velden stated he would investigate.
Commissioner Karner motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Schreiber seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  
The Commission adjourned at 6:45 p.m.
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
