Chairman Chuck Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Karner, Opsteen, Schreiber, Hermes and Biese.  Commissioner Rundquist was excused absent.  Also present was Marie Mays representing Appleton Sign.
After a motion by Mr. Opsteen and a second from Mr. Hermes, the minutes from the November 15, 2005 meeting were approved unanimously. 
The first item on the agenda was to review a Certified Survey Map of lots 1 and 2 of Block 28 Assessors Map.  Habitat for Humanity, the current owners of this land, would like to rotate these lots to better accommodate two homes that they are planning to construct.  By rotating them, both lots (and future homes) would have alley frontage for driveway and sanitary sewer service.  The homes would then be constructed to allow for future attached garages.  With little discussion and a motion by Commissioner Karner and a second by Commissioner Biese, the vote to approve the CSM was unanimous.
The second item on the agenda was an appeal by Appleton Sign and Cost Cutters hair salon to add additional signage to the approved Family Video monument sign located at 425 North Washington Street.  There was much discussion regarding altering this sign because of its association with Triangle Park and its development guidelines. They listened to different ideas that Marie Mays, the representative from Appleton Sign, proposed to make the sign more appealing and more in line with the strict covenants of this development. After the discussion the Commissioners could not approve the altering of this approved sign.  There was a motion by Commissioner Hermes to deny the approval of the sign as presented. This motion was seconded by Commissioner Opsteen, and the vote of the Commission was unanimous.  

It was noted that the Commission would be open for the possibility of altering the sign if it could be done within the area of the existing cabinet.   
Commissioner Karner motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Hermes seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
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
