Acting Chairman Dave Opsteen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Karner, Schreiber, Hermes, Rundquist and Biese.  Chairman Chuck Kuen was excused absent.  
After a motion by Mr. Karner and a second from Mr. Schreiber, the minutes with corrections from the April 18, 2006 meeting were approved unanimously. 
The first item on the agenda was to review a Certified Survey Map of an existing duplex located at 726-728 Highview Lane.  Lee Menting, owner of said duplex, would like to split the building to create two single family attached dwellings.  The Commission reviewed the map, and with little discussion approved the CSM unanimously after a motion by Commissioner Karner and a second from Commissioner Rundquist.
The second item the Commission reviewed was a preliminary plan submitted by Hoffman Corporation.  This plan showed the proposed memorial outdoor basketball courts to be constructed on Heart of the Valley YMCA property.  The Commissioner’s comments were very positive; they felt it was a great addition to the YMCA and the Village of Kimberly.  The only concerns mentioned were the lighting plan and its possible effect on residential property to the east.  Commissioner Karner wanted to mention that future plans must be more detailed, including building or shelter drawings, lighting plans etc.  

Last on the agenda was to review a request from Mike Roberts to change the lighting plans for properties located at 662 and 700 Schelfhout Lane.  Mike Roberts would like to change the outdoor lighting plan that was approved during a March 22, 2005 Commission meeting.  At that time the lighting plan showed two pole standards for lighting the parking area for both properties.  He now would like to eliminate the light standards and place lighting on the facade of both buildings.  These lights will be Cooper Lighting Company-Wally Cutoff, wall mount luminaries.   Commissioner Opsteen wanted assurance that the new lighting will not be the same as the original lighting that was installed on the Dollar General building.  The Commissioners were assured that the lights are adjustable, and after installation, adjustments can be made to satisfy both the owner and surrounding property owners.  Mr. Hermes motioned to approve the lighting change, and this was seconded by Mr. Karner. The vote was unanimous.
Commissioner Rundquist motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Karner seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:39 p.m.
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
