                                                              June 13, 2006
Chairman Chuck Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Paul Hermes, Duane Biese, Norbert Karner, Chuck Rundquist and Dave Opsteen.  Absent and excused was Commissioner Steven Schrieber.  Also present were Dave Schmalz representing McMahon and Associates, Keith Gonnering representing GGV Development and Rick Hermus Village Administrator.
After a motion by Mr. Rundquist and a second from Mr. Karner the minutes from May 16, 2006, were approved unanimously.  
The first item on the agenda was to review for approval the site, lighting, and building plans for the David Richardson Memorial Basketball Courts located on the Heart of the Valley YMCA property.
The commission reviewed comments on drainage plans from Village Engineer Brad Werner and were assured that there would be a revision in the detention calculations to accommodate larger storm events.  Also the ERU adjustment would be made by Mr. Vander Velden to include the new impervious surfaces added.  Commissioner Rundquist questioned if bathroom facilities were to be installed.  The Commission was in general consensus that no sanitary sewer lines were shown in any plans so no permanent facilities were included.  After a motion to approve by Mr. Karner, contingent on Mr. Werner’s approval of increased storm water detention and a second from Mr. Opsteen, the Commission approved the complex unanimously. 

The second item to be reviewed by the Commission was an alteration of a monument sign servicing the Zimmer Financial Group located in the Village’s Business Park.  The owners would like to use the existing sign for tenant advertisement and add a cabinet atop the existing to identify their location.  The commissioners understood that there were other signs in the business park that were larger than the 35 square foot covenant. The commission did not feel that the increased square footage was a concern.  They however did not care for new cabinet protruding out the top of the existing masonry pillars that support the sign.  They agreed that the masonry pillars should be raised to enclose the cabinet as presented, or lower both signs so as not to be above the pillars.  A motion to approve by Mr. Hermes contingent upon the additional sign not extending above the masonry pillars was seconded by Mr. Karner.  The Commissioners voted unanimously to approve.

The third item to review was the request of developer GGV to re-zone the western one third of the Emons farm property from agricultural to R-3, residential medium density.

Mr. Hermus briefed the Commission of the annexation and zoning procedure.  After a lengthy discussion of infrastructure by Dave Schmalz, and development choices by Mr. Gonnering, the Commission approved the zoning change after a motion by Mr. Opsteen and a second by Mr. Karner.  The Commissioners voting yes, were Karner, Biese, Rundquist, Opsteen, Commissioner Hermes abstained from the vote.
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The fourth item on the Commissioner’s agenda was to review for approval the preliminary plat plan for the Micoley Group.  The Commission reviewed this plat plan as an extraterritorial review during the April 2006 meeting.  At that time the plat was reviewed as part of the Town of Buchanan, with the possibility of annexation the developer would like the Commission to re-approve as a preliminary plat plan in the event that it becomes part of the Village of Kimberly. 
The Commission, Mr. Schmalz and Mr. Hermus addressed several items pertaining to this plat that will require additional attention.  The plat has an out lot included in the design for possible stormwater detention; the Commission was not in favor of any out lots.  They would also like to see the Micoley Group acquire the strip of property owned by the Town of Buchanan that abuts Creekview Road and the new plat. The Commission was assured that these items are presently being addressed.  With a motion by Mr. Karner contingent upon the out lot change and a second by Mr. Biese, all Commissioners voted for approval with the exception of Mr. Hermes who abstained from the vote.
The last item to review was concept plans for the Emons farm development.  Two plans were presented, a large pond plan and a small pond plan.  The large pond plan included a pond that would be owned and maintained by the Garner’s Creek stormwater utility.  The small pond plan would be owned by either the developer or the Village of Kimberly.  Most Commissioners were in favor of the large pond plan.  They also discussed possible locations for parks, sidewalks and trails. Surrounding road ditches were discussed as were interior street designs.  Mr. Schmalz recommended Commissioners take a trip to other Garner’s Creek ponds that have walking trails to get a feel of what this development’s pond would look like.  Overall the Commission felt the plans were fitting of Village standards and stated that GGV Development has always worked with the Village when and if a problem did arise.
Commissioner Karner motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Hermes seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 7:21 p.m.
