Acting Chairman Dave Opsteen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Karner, Schreiber, Hermes, Rundquist and Biese.  Chairman Chuck Kuen was excused absent.  Also present were Community Enrichment Director Al Schaefer and Dave Ademino representing Ademino and Associates.
After a motion by Mr. Karner and a second from Mr. Rundquist, the minutes from the June13, 2006 meeting were approved unanimously. 
The first item on the agenda was to review for approval a monument sign for Ademino and Associates located at 1001 Truman Street.  Mr. Ademino would like to replace his existing sign with a taller and wider sign.  The Commission reviewed the drawings that showed the sign, the masonry monument and the location on the property and were satisfied with all.  The Commissioners did realize that the total area of the sign exceeded Industrial Park covenants but understood that many of the signs on the County CE corridor did also.
After a motion by Commissioner Rundquist and a second from Commissioner Karner the Commission approved the sign as presented unanimously.

Second on the agenda was to review possible park space in the proposed Emons farm development.  The Ad-Hoc Recreation Advisory Committee presented the commission with two options for park space in this sub-division.  Al Schaefer explained to the Commission the reasoning behind the AHRAC choices for the possible locations for the neighborhood park.  After the Community Enrichment Director briefing, the Commissioners discussed the AHRAC reasons used for park placement.  All agreed that keeping it off a through (busy) street, access to the pond and trail, and not providing a parking area were all favorable. The Commission agreed to use this information in future reviews of this plat.
Commissioner Karner motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Hermes seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
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
