Chairman Charles Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Schreiber, Hermes, Rundquist and Opsteen.  Commissioners Karner and Biese were excused absent.  
After a motion by Mr. Rundquist and a second from Mr. Schreiber, the minutes from the July 18, 2006 meeting were approved unanimously. 
The first item on the agenda was to review for approval the revised preliminary plat “concept plan” for Micoley & Company’s Garner’s Creek Business Park.  This preliminary plat was approved at the September meeting of this Commission contingent upon several changes.  These changes were; the elimination of an out lot, the addition of a storm water pond and the acquisition of a parcel of land along Railroad Street owned by the Town of Buchanan.  After reviewing the new plat the Commissioners agreed that the outlot was removed, a stormwater pond was added, and Secretary Vander Velden assured them that Micoley had acquired the strip of land fronting Railroad Street.  Commissioner Opsteen was concerned about the Eastern right-of-way along Railroad Street.  He questioned whether there was enough room for a future trail to connect to the existing CE trail.  This trail would connect the residential area to the south with the trail.  After much discussion the Commission decided that the outlot described as CSM 1074 should be included within the entire plat.
After a motion to approve by Commissioner Schrieber contingent upon the outlot described as CSM 1074 being combined on the final plat, and a second from Commissioner Opsteen.  The Commission approved the revised preliminary plat with the changes unanimously.

The Commission then reviewed an extraterritorial plat in the Town of Buchanan, with little discussion they agreed that it was an attractive plat.

Chairman Kuen briefed the Commission on the pending lawsuit filed by the Town of Buchanan regarding the newly annexed plats, and the status of a possible sale of the closed McDonalds property on East Maes Avenue. 
Commissioner Rundquist motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Schrieber seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:45 p.m.
