Acting Chairman Dave Opsteen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Paul Hermes, Steve Schreiber, and Charles Rundquist.  Absent and excused was Chairman Charles Kuen and Commissioner Norbert Karner.  Also present was Steve Rosenbeck representing McMahon and Associates.
After a motion by Mr. Rundquist and a second from Mr. Schreiber the minutes from October 17, 2006 meeting were approved unanimously.  
The first item on the agenda was to review for approval the drainage plan for Emon’s Acres; the residential development owned by GV Inc., located South of County CE.  
There was little discussion regarding the drainage plan because as Chairman Opsteen pointed out the Commission addressed what the plan should include in earlier meetings.  Because of those discussions the Commission was presented with a very detailed drainage plan.  Items that required clarification were; foundation heights included on the plan are recommended, not binding to the lot owner.  Plat of Surveys once discussed as mandatory for each new structure will not be a requirement, and the Village will be responsible for the storm sewer system. 

The Commission approved the drainage plan unanimously following a motion to approve from Commissioner Schreiber and a second from Commissioner Hermes. 
The Commission then approved a Town of Buchanan final plat plan for Whitetail Ridge with little discussion.  This extraterritorial review had been done before with no formal approval.  The Developers were asking the Village of Kimberly for that approval.  A motion by Mr. Hermes and a second from Mr. Schreiber led to a unanimous vote to approve. 

Commissioner Rundquist motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Hermes seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:45 p.m.
