Chairman Charles Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Schreiber, Rundquist, Opsteen, Karner and Biese.  Absent was Commissioner Hermes.
After a motion by Mr. Rundquist and a second from Mr. Opsteen, the minutes from the November 21, 2006 meeting were approved unanimously. 
The first item on the agenda was to review for approval a zoning change request by GV Development Inc.  
The owners of Emons Acres subdivision would like to change the zoning of 26 lots in this subdivision from R-3 Residential Medium Density to R-1 Residential Low Density.
The Commission reviewed a letter sent to the Village from GV Development stating that market conditions have changed and the partners involved felt single-family housing was more beneficial to the long-range development of the subdivision.

With little discussion the Commission agreed to the request.  Mr. Opsteen made a motion to approve, Mr. Biese seconded the motion.  The vote of the Commission was unanimous.

The Commission then reviewed for comment the location and design for a proposed County Trunk CE pedestrian underpass.  There was little discussion on the location or design.  The majority of discussion centered on the funding of the project.

Chairman Kuen briefed the Commissioners on a few meetings he had attended regarding this project.  He stated that the Village is willing to commit to one-third the cost of the project.  He also stated that the Village is looking for grant money and other sources of funding to help offset some of the cost.  If all goes as planned the project may be completed by 2009.
The Commission endorsed the project and is looking forward to its approval.
Commissioner Karner motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Rundquist seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:43 p.m.
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
