Chairman Chuck Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Paul Hermes, Steve Schreiber, Norb Karner, and Dave Opsteen.  Absent and excused were Commissioners Charles Rundquist and Duane Biese.  Also present were Community Enrichment Director Al Schaefer, Administrator Rick Hermus and Ken Zehren a member of the Ad-Hoc Recreation Advisory Committee.
After a motion by Mr. Opsteen and a second from Mr. Karner the minutes from January 16, 2007 meeting were approved unanimously.  
The first and only item on the agenda was to review for approval the Open Space & Recreation Plan developed by the Ad-Hoc Park & Recreation Committee. 
Before any comments were made Chairman Kuen on behalf of the Planning Commission wanted to thank the members of the Ad-Hoc Park Committee for their time and work developing the document.

The Commission discussed the document questioning several items that it contained.  Most of the questions dealt with clarification and better understanding of individual goals and objectives. 
The Community Enrichment Director answered many of the questions, and stated that he will make additional changes before sending it to the Village Board for approval.

He also pointed out that it is a guide for future development and is not an indispensable item that cannot be changed.  He pointed out that it has been written and rewritten in 1977, 1983, 1991, 1996, and 2001.  The document will be available on the Village’s web site, or you can obtain a copy from municipal offices after Board approval.
Overall the Commission was impressed with the plan, and voted unanimously in favor of after a motion by Commissioner Karner and a second from Commissioner Hermes.
Commissioner Karner motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Hermes seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:56 p.m.
