Chairman Chuck Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Paul Hermes, Steve Schreiber, Norb Karner, Dean Schiesl and Duane Biese.  Absent and excused was David Opsteen.  Also present was Jim Weiss representing Liberty Hall.
After a motion by Mr. Karner and a second from Mr. Biese the minutes from April 17, 2007 meeting were approved unanimously.  
The first and only item on the agenda was to review for approval the conceptual plan for Liberty Hall to convert the landscaped area in front of their building to a beer garden. 
Chairman Kuen reminded members that the Planning Commission is the oversight committee when implementing the covenants of the Business Park.  

Not drawn on the approved plans, Mr. Weiss added that a short fence similar in design to Uno’s Pizza on County CE in the Town of Buchanan will be installed to enclose the area.  
The Commission approved the project unanimously.  This was done after a motion by Commissioner Biese and a second from Commissioner Karner.
It was noted that the use of this area as a beer garden will not be allowed until the construction is complete according to the plan submitted to the Commission.

Commissioner Karner motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Schreiber seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:36 p.m.
