Chairman Charles Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.   All Commissioners were present.  Also in attendance was Mary Mettler representing Green Bay Sign.
After a motion by Mr. Karner and a second from Mr. Scheisl, the minutes from the June 19, 2007 meeting were approved unanimously. 
The first item on the agenda was to review for approval the Site and Building Plan for an addition to the Heart of the Valley YMCA.
All Commissioners agreed that the addition is acceptable because it is in line with the original plans that included future additions.  Several Commissioners questioned the absence of a landscape plan; they noted that the landscape plan must be submitted for approval.
Mr. Opsteen motioned for approval of the site plan contingent on a landscape plan being submitted for review, and this was seconded by Mr. Biese; the vote of the Commission was unanimous.  

The Commission then reviewed a request by the property owners of 740 Ford Street.  This property, located in the Business Park, has an existing pedestal sign for a single tenant occupying this two tenant building. The owners of the building would like to add a second sign cabinet underneath the existing sign.  The proposed sign will be identical in shape and size to the existing one presently used by Stifel Nicholas.  Mary Mettler said that the landlord is negotiating with a new tenant and part of the possible lease agreement hinges on the new sign.  Menn Law offices have occupied one half of the building for several years but are in the process of relocating their business. 
Commissioner Biese made a motion to approve, Mr. Karner seconded the motion, and the vote of the Commission was unanimous.

The last item to review was a request by Apple Valley Dental, located at 1037 Truman Street; Doctor Ferraro would like to replace his existing sign with an electronic video message center.  There was much discussion regarding the complexities of a computer operated sign. The Commissioners referred to several signs similar to this message board and agreed that they are unique but still fall into the category of an electronic message board.  Several other businesses in the Business Park have applied for electronic message boards, and all have been denied by the Commission.  Stifel Nicholas currently has the only changing electronic message, and that is limited to the Dow Jones average.

After this discussion Commissioner Karner motioned to deny a variance for the electronic message board, and Commissioner Schreiber seconded the motion.  The vote of the Commission was unanimous.  
Regarding other business, Commissioner Karner asked what we can do about the dead arbor vitas that currently are atop the earthen berm dividing the vacant building owned by Jared Van Lanen and the residential property to the west.  Inspector Vander Velden informed the Commission that no new tenant will be allowed to lease the building, nor can the sale of the building take place, without replacing the dead plants.  A letter stating so has been sent to the owner of the property and to the realtor that is commissioned to market the property. 
Commissioner Hermes motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Karner seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
