Chairman Charles Kuen called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.   Commissioners present were Karner, Opsteen, Hermes, Schiesl, Schreiber and Biese.  Also in attendance were Peggy and David Weber, Lee Hammen, Rick Hermus, Administrator for the Village, and Todd Utke, owner of residential property abutting the commercial property under review.
After a motion by Mr. Opsteen and a second from Mr. Biese, the minutes from the November 20, 2007 meeting were approved unanimously. 
The only item on the agenda was to review for approval the Site and Building Plan for a commercial storage building on David Weber’s property located at 550 Railroad Street.
The Commission was in favor of the site and building plans.  A question regarding the amount of concrete surface shown on the plans and the actual hard surface that will be installed was addressed.  The site plan shows a large area of concrete to the south of the building.  This will not be installed.  Mr. Weber stated that only  a 14-foot wide piece will be installed from the existing slab to the 12-foot overhead door on the east side of the building.  Mr. Weber also understands that all hard surfaces must be in asphalt or concrete and that gravel is not allowed.  He agreed that the only stone will be decorative stone approximately three feet wide around the perimeter of the building.  He also agreed that the building will have a concrete floor and that the roof drains will be directed and permanently connected to the storm sewer that exists on his property.
Commissioner Biese made a motion to approve, Mr. Karner seconded the motion, and the vote of the Commission was unanimous.

Commissioner Schreiber motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Schiesl seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 5:35 p.m.
