                                                              April 15, 2008
Acting Chairman David Opsteen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.   Commissioners present were Karner, Hermes, Schiesl, Schreiber and Biese; absent and excused was Chairman Kuen.  Also in attendance were Tim Cullen representing Tim’s Lighting, Mary Mettler representing Green Bay Sign Company, Brian Harrison a reader board sign representative from AutoComm, and Rick Hermus Village Administrator. 
After a motion by Mr. Karner and a second from Mr. Schiesl, the minutes from the March 18, 2008 meeting were approved unanimously. 
The first item on the agenda was to review a Certified Survey Map of Lot 159 in the Third Addition to Highview Estates.  This CSM was created from all of lot 159 and part of lot 158 which was a remnant of a previous CSM that combined lot 157 and the remaining part of lot 158 of the Third Addition to Highview Estates.  It also dedicated a small area on the northeast corner to the public for the walking trail. With little discussion and a motion from Mr. Hermes and a second from Mr. Karner, the Commissioners approved the CSM unanimously.  
The second item on the agenda was to review for approval a Certified Survey Map splitting a duplex located at 535-537 Kramer Lane.  After confirmation from the Building Inspector that the firewall between the two units was installed, the Commission approved the CSM unanimously after a motion by Mr. Schrieber and a second from Mr. Biese.
Next, the Commission reviewed a drainage plan for the proposed Kimberly Assisted Living Center to be located at 820 Schelfhout Lane.  This will be the first property to utilize a bio-filtration system to treat storm water before discharging the water to the public storm sewer system.  The Commission was assured that the Engineer representing the Village did approve the drainage plan as presented. Much of the discussion then turned to how the system worked, the maintenance involved, and the plantings that are required on these drainage basins.  The Commission agreed that the drainage plan was designed to accommodate both phases of the project and that the plan should be approved as presented.  After this discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Hermes to approve the drainage plan in its entirety for both phases of the project.  This was seconded by Commissioner Schiesl; the vote of the Commission was unanimous.
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The Commission then listened to three sign company representatives explain the capabilities of electronic reader board signs.  The Commission has been discussing possible changes to the sign ordinance, particularly the area of electronic message centers. There was much discussion of the effect these units have on traffic, surrounding businesses, residential property, and the businesses that are requesting them.  The Building Inspector has been researching other communities’ ordinances and the way they treat the requests for these high-tech signs.  The Commission will use this information along with previous and future discussion to decide if changes to the ordinance are necessary to keep up with this new technology.
