Chairman Chuck Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Paul Hermes, David Opsteen, Dean Schiesl, Norb Karner, Duane Biese, and Steve Schreiber.  Also present was Rick Hermus, Village Administrator. 
After a motion by Mr. Karner and a second from Mr. Schiesl, the minutes from the May 20, 2008 meeting were approved unanimously.  
The first item to review was the landscape plans for the Assisted Living Center that is under construction at 820 Schelfhout Lane. There was little discussion regarding this plan as it met all requirements of the Village.  After a motion by Commissioner Opsteen and a second from Commissioner Karner, the Commission voted unanimously to approve the plans.

The next item on the agenda was to review the project plans for a proposed Tax Incremental Financing District.  The Commission listened to Administrator Hermus explain the reason and the timeline for developing this district.  The Commissioners then were given an opportunity to ask questions about the project.  After a few questions, Chairman Kuen made a motion to endorse the project, there was a second by Commissioner Karner, and the Commission voted unanimously for endorsement.  With the endorsement, the Commission agreed to meet jointly with the Village Board on June 2, 2008 for a Public Hearing regarding this matter.
Commissioner Karner motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Opsteen seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:55 p.m.
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
