Chairman and Village Board President Chuck Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.   Commissioners present were Karner, Hermes, Schiesl, Schreiber, Biese, and Opsteen.  Also in attendance were 5 members of the Kimberly Village Board, Administrator Rick Hermus, and approximately 14 citizens or property owners in the prospective Tax Incremental District. 
Commissioner Karner made a motion to adjourn to a Committee of the Whole. This was seconded by Commissioner Hermes; the vote of the Commission was unanimous.
The Commission and Village Board then adjourned to a Committee of the Whole for the purpose of holding a joint public hearing regarding the possible creation of Tax Incremental District # 5.

Administrator Rick Hermus gave a brief overview of the project and the reasons the Village is considering the district. The Planning Commission and the Board then answered a few questions from the citizens who attended.
Chairman Kuen then accepted a motion by Commissioner Karner, and a second from Commissioner Schiesl to adjourn from the Committee of the Whole.  The vote of the Commission again was unanimous.
To end the meeting Commissioner Karner made a motion to approve the Tax Incremental Finance District # 5 Project Plan.  Commissioner Biese seconded the motion. The Commission then voted unanimously to approve the plan.
Commissioner Hermes motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Karner seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:12 p.m.
