                                                              October 21, 2008
Acting Chairman David Opsteen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioners present were Paul Hermes, Dean Schiesl, Norb Karner, Duane Biese, and Steve Schreiber; absent and excused was Chairman Chuck Kuen. Representing Midwest Properties were Troy Fredrickson and Paul Gauthier. 
After a motion by Mr. Karner and a second from Mr. Schreiber, the minutes from the August 19, 2008 meeting were approved unanimously.  
The first item on the agenda was to review a Certified Survey Map of Lot 36 located in the Second Addition to Highview Estates subdivision.  The owner of a duplex has decided to split the building creating two single family attached dwellings.  After the Commission was confident the building met the requirements for the division, they voted unanimously to approve.  This was done after a motion by Commissioner Karner and a second from Commissioner Biese.

The second item on the agenda was to review a site and building plan to add a loading dock to a building located at 939 West Kennedy Avenue.  Several Commissioners questioned the lack of a landscape plan; Troy stated that the owners cleaned up the original landscaping when the last tenants vacated the property.  They dug out old plantings and replaced with new annuals and junipers and finished with new landscape stone.  He also stated that at the Village’s request they will re-plant four autumn blaze maple trees to replace original trees that died. Troy also stated that a landscape plan is available and that he will forward it to the Village if required.
There was much discussion regarding the drainage plan that has been modified to accommodate the extra impervious surface.  The Building Inspector assured the Commission that the consulting engineer for the Village has been working with Midwest Properties and has approved the plan and calculations that were submitted.  The consulting engineer did state that as part of the approval process he recommends that the owner provide as-built plans showing the elevations and storm water management improvements.  The developer’s engineer shall stamp and certify that the improvements were installed as designed, and provide a copy to the Village.

There was also discussion regarding larger trucks having to maneuver their tractors into Carter Court in order to back into the loading dock. Troy stated that large truck traffic will be limited to less than six deliveries per week, but did not know if all the tractor trailers would be large enough to have to make this maneuver. The Commission felt that because Carter Court was not a through street and traffic on it is relatively light; that a truck maneuver would not be a detriment to traffic on the street. They did mention that this practice should be monitored and if a problem should arise, it could be a detriment to the proposed future addition as adjustments to the dock may come into play.
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After much discussion the site plan and loading dock plan were approved, contingent upon the request for drainage as-built plans when the work is completed.  This was done with a motion from Commissioner Biese and a second by Commissioner Karner.  The vote of the Commission was unanimous. 

Commissioner Hermes motioned for adjournment; Commissioner Karner seconded this motion; and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
