                                                           November 18, 2008
Acting Chairman David Opsteen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.   Commissioners present were Paul Hermes, Dean Schiesl, Norb Karner, and Duane Biese.  Absent and excused was Commissioner Steve Schrieber and Chairman Chuck Kuen. Also in attendance was Rick Hermus Village Administrator. 
Commissioner Karner made a motion to approve the minutes from the October 21, 2008 meeting.  Commissioner Hermes seconded the motion.  The Commission voted and approved the minutes unanimously.
The Commission then reviewed a Certified Survey Map splitting a duplex under construction at 1216-1218 Lavender Lane.  Jeff Heiting Builders Inc. would like to convert this duplex into single family attached dwellings.  Knowing that the construction of the building will be done to conform to village standards for the split the Commission approved the CSM unanimously.  This was done after a motion from Mr. Karner and a second from Mr. Schiesl.
Next the commission reviewed a sign replacement requested by Green Bay Hotels LLC.  This company would like to replace the existing Amerihost Hotel signs with new Super 8 signs.  After some discussion and knowing that the signs conform to village standards Commissioner Hermes made a motion to approve, Commissioner Biese seconded the motion, and the vote was unanimous.  

Lastly, the Commission reviewed a site plan, landscape plan and building plans for a proposed hotel to be constructed at 760 Truman Street.  Administrator Hermus explained to the Commission that there were several key items missing that would have to be confirmed before the Commission could approve the site plan without the burden of several contingencies.  These items included an agreement with Opportunity Investments for the shared driveway that is servicing two or possibly three of the proposed lots and property owned by Opportunity Investments to the east.  The project also requires a certified survey map splitting off the property in question from the existing ten acre parcel that Opportunity Investments owns.  This survey map must also show this parcel split three ways as shown on the site plan.  Because this driveway appears to serve three separate lots, will there be an agreement with these parcels also.
The Commission then sited several other concerns; will the shared driveway service the future extended stay hotel?  Will the northern most lot require an exit unto Kennedy Avenue, and if so how will it align with Windmill Drive, or will the shared driveway from the south continue through to an exit unto Kennedy Avenue.  Because of these items the approval of the site plan was tabled until they can be addressed.
There was other discussion that involved the drainage of the tri-development, most notably where the stormwater runoff would be directed.  The Commission was satisfied to know that a regional detention pond was being developed as part of the TIF District to bolster development in this area.  It will be the responsibility of the developer to connect to the storm sewer system to direct their run-off to the pond.  
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The Commission reviewed and was satisfied with the landscape plan as presented noting that there is a requirement to upgrade the deciduous trees from two inch diameter trunks to two and one half inch.  They approved the landscape plan after a motion by Commissioner Hermes and a second by Commissioner Schiesl.  The Commission also approved the building plans after little discussion.  This was done unanimously after a motion by Mr. Hermes and a second from Mr. Karner.
Commissioner Hermes motioned for adjournment, Commissioner Karner seconded this motion, and the Commission’s vote was unanimous.  The Commission adjourned at 6:58 p.m.
