Wentzel will be meeting with Rick Krumwiede of OWLS prior to the joint budget hearing.  Wentzel requested that library board members try to attend the hearing on October 10 in Kimberly.

Trentlage reported that the author program sponsored by the Friends of the Library was well received.  Membership in the group is growing.

Wentzel reported that there would be a lot of standardization issues decided at the shared automation meeting on Sept. 23 in preparation for the upgrade in 2006.

Membership in the online book club is up to 118 people accessing 2360 books.

Wentzel reported that Van Hammond has enrolled in the adult learning degree program through the University of Wisconsin Stevens Point and that she is taking a class on Thursday evenings during the first semester.  Storytime has begun for the fall session with 10 classes available.  School visits to the library will begin in the next two weeks.

Wentzel reported a $2000 grant received from Wal-Mart to help pay some of the costs of the recently completed summer reading program.  The next library board meeting will be on November 3 instead of October 27 because she and both youth librarians will be at the annual library conference in LaCrosse.  Because the November meeting date falls on Thanksgiving, that date was changed to December 1.
