SEPTEMBER 27, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 6:04 p.m.  Present:  Margi Fuller, Jim Moes, Judy Stangel, Marcia Trentlage, Cyndi Vander Pas, Rose Vander Velden, and Library Director Barbara Wentzel.  Excused:  Jackie Peerenboom and Uriah Van Ooyen.

Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Stangel to approve the minutes of the August meeting.  Motion carried.

Motion by Moes, 2nd by Vander Pas to approve the August invoices.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSION

The minutes of the August meeting were presented.

Invoices for August were presented.

Wentzel updated the board on the progress of SB214.  Apparently the sponsors of the bill are interested in getting the video surveillance portion of the bill passed first but will consider sponsoring legislation to cover other updates to Chapter 43.30.  Wentzel received a call from Paul Nelson, Director of the Middleton Public Library and Wisconsin Library Association legislative liaison who forwarded a copy of an act to renumber and amend 43.30.  He indicated that WLA is looking for sponsors for this bill.  The board instructed Wentzel to contact State Representative Al Ott’s office to ask for a meeting to have him consider sponsoring this legislation.

4.
The proposed 2008 budget was discussed.  Wentzel has met with both village administrators and announced that the joint public hearing will be in Kimberly on Monday, October 15 at 6 p.m.

5.
The recent book sale netted about $1300 for the Friends of the Library.  The open house held in Kimberly to celebrate 100 years of service to the community brought in 733 people during the 4-hour program.

6.
The monthly report for August was presented.

7.
Wentzel reported on the activities of the youth department:  storytime has started with 10 classes that are almost full with no waiting lists; offsite visits to both high schools are being explored and OWLS is willing to provide a laptop for the youth librarians to borrow to work with the students at the high schools; research is being conducted on the possibilities of providing baby and toddler storytimes; school tours are being planned; and performers for the 2008 summer library program are being evaluated.

Because of various conflicts, the Library Board decided not to meet in October.  The next meeting will be in Kimberly on Thursday, November 8 followed by a meeting in Little Chute on Thursday, December 13.
