Motion by Van Ooyen, 2nd by Vander Velden to adopt the revised library display policy.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSIONS

The minutes of the August meeting were presented.

Invoices for August were presented.

3.
Wentzel announced the results of the Doodle poll to Director Search Committee members.  The board selected Wednesday, October 15 from 9-11 a.m. for the first meeting of that committee.  The meeting will be held in the Kimberly library’s large conference room.

A revision to the library’s display policy was presented for discussion.  Staff members have suggested that people be required to sign a waiver allowing the library to publicize their name in the display cases or in the media for themselves or their children; alternatively the person would be required to signify that their name or child’s name not be publicly announced.

Wentzel presented the Friends of the Library report.  At its June meeting the group authorized the purchase of an outdoor bench for each library to be mounted under the canopy of each building.  In addition authorization was given to purchase a variety of silk plants for each library.  Those items are on order.  The benches will be installed by the maintenance department when they arrive.

The monthly report was presented.

Hasseler reported that a new season of preschool storytime has started and announced that an experimental program on Wednesday mornings is being held in preparation for a program designed for babies and toddlers.  The youth librarians have also visited Little Chute High School’s freshman English classes and plans are being made to visit Kimberly High School’s freshman English classes.

Wentzel reported on a variety of miscellaneous items:

· Software for the new “time out” program for the libraries’ public PCs will be installed at both libraries within the next couple of months; staff will be trained on the management of the program.  This program will allow the public to use the public computers without as much staff intervention and will time out once the limits have been met but will allow for extended use for such activities as online job applications, online tests, research papers, etc.
· At a recent automation meeting it was announced that OWLS and the Nicolet library systems are exploring the possibility of adding the Brown County libraries to the automation network.

· Revisions to staff evaluation are in process and the plan is to implement the revisions in January 2009.

· Fire alarm training has taken place in the Kimberly facility in September and will take place in the Little Chute facility in October.

· The joint budget hearing will be on Wednesday, October 8 at 6 p.m. in Little Chute.

· The next meeting will be on Thursday, October 23 at 6 p.m. in Little Chute.
